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CALL FOR NOMINATIONS 
The ASQ Olde Colony Section Operating Agreement states the 
following regarding nominations of elected positions on the ASQ 
Executive Board: 
 
6.0 ELECTION OF OFFICERS 
 

6.1     The Section Chair, with the approval of the Leadership Committee, shall appoint the 
members of the Section Nominating Committee.  The Nominating Committee shall nomi-
nate, at a minimum, one eligible candidate for each elected position.  In addition, a call for 
nominations from the general Section membership shall be made at least 30 days in ad-
vance of the presentation of nominees.  Nominations from the general Section member-
ship shall require the submission of a nomination petition, signed by at least 10 Members, 
and submitted to the Section Secretary prior to the date published. 

 
6.2     If there is not more than one nominee for an elected position, the nominee shall be 
declared elected by acclamation at the next regular meeting of this Section.  Any con-
tested positions shall be resolved through an election.  Such election shall be conducted in 
the manner deemed appropriate by the Leadership Committee (i.e., by regular mail, elec-
tronic mail, by ballot at a Section Meeting, etc.).  The nominee with a plurality of the votes 
of the Members shall be declared elected.  Elections must be held no later than a date that 
is certain to meet the requirements specified in the Society Policies.
