Documentation required is 
a letter from the sponsoring organization verifying the course title, dates, and hours in-
structed, or a course outline that documents the instructorôs name, course title, and dates.  

As a service to its members, ASQ Olde Colony Section hosts the exams given in March, 
June, October, and December.  Exams are held at the John Joseph Moakley Center at  

Bridgewater State College.
